If 
you find you aren’t able to make the second payment, we’ll refund your first payment.   
 

      Refunds: All refunds will be subject to a $25 cancellation fee. Substitution of names is not permitted. No refunds 
will be issued after September 1 unless we can fill your spot from the waiting list.  
 

      Scholarships: If you are experiencing financial hardship and would otherwise not be able to attend, you can apply for 
a partial scholarship. Your registration must be postmarked by June 30. Do not include a check. 
Scholarships will be awarded in a random drawing. You will be notified about the availability and 
amount of funding by July 31 and the balance of the registration fee will be due by August 31 to hold 
your spot.

The Retreat        Villa Maria del Mar is located on a cliff overlooking Monterey Bay with a beautiful, accessible beach down below.
